Extracts from a Haiti experience (after the earthquake) by Sr Hazeltine of
the Servite Sisters in Jamaica
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Fire Brigade. I had about 24 hours to
prepare, but in fact gained more time because the plane was delayed leaving due to problems
landing in Haiti. My feelings were mixed: anxious to get there and begin the work ahead of
me, but also apprehensive about what I knew was going to be a very challenging situation.
I'landed in Haiti 3 days after the earthquake, and 8 hours after leaving home in Barbican Ave.
On landing in Haiti my greatest need was for a bathroom, but the toilet at the airport was so
dirty (because of lack of water) that I couldn't use it!! That was the first sign of the hardship
I was to face. The airport was completely non-functional so there was no way of getting
help.

The Haitian people looked lost, frightened, bewildered and hungry. They gathered in little
groups on the streets - I suppose to find comfort in each other. Every building I saw lay flat
on the ground -crumbled in a heap of rubble and dust. There were make-shift tents of sticks
and sheets. The sight and smell of decaying bodies and swarming flies was repulsive. [ was
tempted to question God: How could you allow this to happen to a people who had endured
so much already? A deep feeling of sadness came over me. Then I shifted into a non-feeling
mode; the only way I coped was trying not to feel anything - not emotion, not hunger, not
thirst ...I just tried to direct every bit of energy I had into caring for the sick and suffering
people around me.

We nurses set up a maternity wing where we delivered babies; we treated children for
gastroenteritis, and of course, we cleaned and dressed many, many infected wounds each day.
This became the "Jamaican hospital" because we were in charge of the activities here. It was
here that [ worked for the 10 days - except for one day when I went with a team into the hills
to give medical help - mostly dressing wounds - and giving out care-packages, water and
food. Wherever we went we had the JDF for security - and we had to obey them!

Life for us was very busy because once word went out that we were offering organized service,
people came flocking and we could barely cope. We were grateful for the help of some
Canadian and US volunteers. Our day was long; rising at 5 a.m. and returning to camp at 8 p.m.
followed by a Team meeting for de-briefing and arranging assignments. We worked non-stop,
and I am proud of the hard work and quality service we were able to give - proud and grateful
that there were no deaths among the people we served. The Haitian people were very grateful
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and expressed it like this: God saved us first, and the Jamaicans saved us second - (referring
to our work at the hospital).

We slept in an army tent - both male and female, tightly packed - forget privacy!! Our beds

were army cots and blankets. We were mostly without electricity until towards the end when

a generator (which had to be used sparingly because of the scarcity of petrol), and a shower
were installed. A pit-toilet had been set up earlier. Our meals were MRE (meals ready to eat)

from the US army. These were life-savers - but [ am so glad to get back to Jamaican food!!

We had bottled water which we used for drinking and also for keeping ourselves fresh and
clean. Our camp was very near the airport so sleeping was a noisy experience as we had the

noise of the planes constantly. Surprisingly, I was able to overcome the language barrier. We

had some amateur interpreters - but I had to tell them once that they were not translating

what I said!!

My most memorable experience was, one day, a 14-year old girl was laughing - (she had had
an amputation). I asked her what she was laughing about. She said: "Because I am alive!" Her
school had collapsed and most of her classmates were dead. In the anguish, sorrow, pain and
sadness there were signs of hope: the sun shone brightly, babies were being born, people
began to smile again and say "thank you"; they could sing in their pain and loss.

I was struck by the generosity and love of the people who came from all over the world to help,
risking their lives (the constant after-shock tremors reminded us that there was still danger),
giving up their comforts of life to be present to the Haitian people in their hour of desperate

need. The situation was dire: lack of water, food, privacy, destruction and devastation all
around, language barrier, foul smell of decaying flesh ... and the flies which were forever
getting in the way ...! In all of this I was made to realize that God gives the necessary graces

and strength to cope - even (or most of all) when I felt it was beyond me.

Regrets?
I would have liked to stay a bit longer because there is still so much need, but the Ministry of
Health (Jamaica) set a limit of no longer than 10 days at a time because of the emotional
trauma which could follow and experience like this. But did not have a chance to say
goodbye to some special people because the word to leave work and get on the coastguard
boat came very suddenly ... and I did not want to be left behind!

I would like to return to Haiti to give further service, Yes! - if even to be a sign to the
Haitian people that God loves and cares for them ... that they are not being punished by God
(as some are telling them).

We cannot take anything for granted. The experience in Haiti made me  +
realize that everything we have and enjoy is luxury: time and place to pray, Y if
sleep, relaxation, water to drink and bathe, fresh clean air to breathe the roof * e
over our head, a bed to sleep in, food to eat all this could be taken from us
in a spit second. And then what?!

I was struck by the fact that the earthquake asked no questions about who or
where to strike.

Last Easter weekend the family were gathered and we were looking on
Google so we decided to have a look at our old home. We could not
* believe our eyes. The café had obviously been sold and it had been
» put back to a private house. The shop front had been taken out and
replaced with a very nice window and the front beautifully rendered
- back to its former glory.
My sister said she had the same “dream” of putting it back to what it was and we
both said “this is a miracle.”

If any one is about to go into hospital for surgery or suddenly takes ill,
~ please let Fr Dominic know so that he can anoint with Holy Oil in the
name of the Lord,before an operation and at the time of illness. This
—— anointing is for the healing and strength of the sick person. Parish-
w ioners who are unable to come to Mass through illness, incapacity
or are too frail, can receive Holy Communion at home/nursing
v home/each week/ fortnightly. Communion is brought by an
'Extraordinary Minister'. If you feel you would like Holy Communion or

just a visit, please let Fr Dominic know, Tel:01306 882433.
Also, parishioners who are looking after a sick family member who cannot be left, can
receive Holy Communion with the sick person at home. Parishioners who would like to
come to Mass but need a lift, please let ring the Parish Office, 01306 882433. Anointing
of the sick is not a sacrament for ONLY those who are at the point of death, but is
administered to all the sick and the weakened in body, for their healing, strength and
recovery to health. We have a very dedicated and hard working team of Eucharistic
ministers who visit and take Communion to the sick. If any of you who are ministers
are not able to go on visiting for whatever reason, could you please let me know so that

lists can be updated?

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Deacon’s Diary
‘At 6.30 am on Saturday 22 May 2010 I was on duty in Falkland Road, Dorking, Surrey,
near the junction with Falkland Grove when my attention was drawn to’ .. ...this
introduction sounds like one of my reports which I had to complete in my previous
career but it is in fact an appropriate introduction to our parish pilgrimage to Walsing-
ham in Norfolk. So why did a group of 30 parishioners decide to get up at such an early
hour on a beautiful sunny morning and spend over four hours travelling in a coach to
such a remote spot in Norfolk — the answer - to visit the Roman Catholic National
Shrine to Our Lady.
The Shrine was established in 1061 when a lady called Richeldis de Faverches prayed
that she might undertake some special work in honour of Our Lady. In answer to her
prayer the Virgin Mary led her in spirit to Nazareth, showed her the house where the
Annunciation occurred and asked her to build a replica in Walsingham to serve as a
perpetual memorial of the Annunciation. The Holy House was built in Walsingham and
around 1130 a community of Augustinian Canons took charge of the foundation and
built a priory near the house. It became one of the four great shrines of Christendom
with pilgrims coming from all parts of the world. There were many wayside chapels
along the route and the last and most important of these was known as the Slipper
Chapel. Pilgrims stopped here to go to Mass and to confess their sins before walking
the last mile to the Holy House in Walsingham. The name of the chapel is believed to
originate from the fact that many pilgrims slipped off their shoes and walk the remain-
ing distance in their bare feet.
In 1538 the Holy House and Priory were destroyed during the reformation and the
Slipper Chapel, although not damaged, passed into disuse. Nothing remains today of
the original shrine although its site is marked on the lawn in the abbey grounds and a
solitary archway remains from the original
priory. After the destruction of the Shrine,
Walsingham ceased to be a place of pilgrim-
age.
In 1896 the Slipper Chapel was purchased
and restored for Catholic use. For thirty years
it remained restored but little used. On the
15 August 1934, the Assumption of Our
Lady, the first public mass was celebrated in
the Slipper Chapel for over 400 years and it
was declared to be the Roman Catholic Na-

tional Shrine of Our Lady.

In 1948, following the end of the second world war, men from 14 different locations
across England carried large wooden crosses to the National Shrine and these now form
the ‘Stations of the Cross’ in the grounds of the shrine. The shrine has been further
developed and in 1980 the Chapel of Reconciliation was constructed to accommodate
the large number of pilgrims who attended for daily mass.

Following a very welcomed breakfast stop at the Birchanger Service area we arrived at
the National Shrine shortly after 1 1am. It was a beautiful sunny day and the parishioners
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had time to stretch their legs, get a cup of tea and enjoy the special peace and tranquillity
that exists in the Shrine. We joined the local parishioners and a number of other visiting
parishes for the Angelus and midday Mass. Father Dominic concelebrated Mass and I
was one of the assisting Deacon’s.

We were made very welcomed by Father Peter Allen, the Director of the Shrine, who
during his homily admitted that he had some links with the Dorking area as he spent
some of his childhood with his parents at the Fire Service College at Wotton near the
Wotton Hatch PH. He also mentioned that as pilgrims we would experience Penance,
Prayer and Procession in our time at the Shrine.

After Mass we had lunch and spent time visiting the Slipper Chapel, lighting candles
and presenting the various intentions from our Church. Later, during the afternoon a
number of parishioners were led by Father Dominic and we walked along the pilgrims
route reciting the rosary. When we arrived in Walsingham village there was an opportu-
nity to visit the parish church, the Anglican shrine and the abbey grounds to see the
foundation stone of the Holy House and the remaining archway of the Priory. At 4 pm
we gathered together in the Pilgrims Bureau and enjoyed a very delicious tea before
returning to Dorking.

It is very difficult to describe the special feeling of peace and grace that we experienced
on our pilgrimage but I can honestly say that despite the long day and several hours
spent in the coach we all really felt uplifted and blessed. Perhaps it is something the
parish should consider undertaking on an annual basis ?

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Notes on the Road

Papua New Guinea — Adventures in Paradise

Travelling around the world you tend to see, especially in major cities, the same things
all the time: well-known hamburger and pizza restaurants, coffee joints, English-style
pubs and the suchlike. Just a few days ago I was with colleagues in Jakarta in a new,
air-conditioned shopping mall replete with the predictable clothing and jewellery stores.
It could have been anywhere; it even had a Marks & Spencer’s. Such is the price of
globalisation that local character is being sacrificed for western commerciality.

Imagine the surprise, then, on visiting a capital city where none of these exist. Where
there aren’t any famous-name restaurants. Where there’s only one luxury hotel (and
one star at that). Where the state highway is no wider than the A24 and only goes as far
as the airport. And where the centre of the city is vibrant with itinerant labourers (many
barefoot), small-time traders, running dogs and chickens. In short, welcome to Port
Moresby, capital of Papua New Guinea.

PNG is an interesting country. While Port Moresby looks rather ramshackle and
decrepit, as if it’s been putting off maintenance for donkey’s years, the city is surround-
ed by lush mountains that descend into clear, tropical turquoise blue waters. And less
than twenty miles inland the Highlands rise to five thousand foot-high peaks covered in
jungle, one of the most rich ecosystems on the planet, home to the birds of paradise.

But the most 1nterest1ng aspect of the island is the aboriginal population, one of the most
diverse in the world. Owing to the isolation of
the tribes inland, there are over 800 languages
in PNG, few of them alike (pidgin English is
~| the only commonly used tongue). And having
g a warrior-based culture, inter-tribe warfare is
i frequent. Consequently Port Moresby is a melt-
| ing-pot where visitors are at risk of getting
| caught in tribal skirmishes. (It’s actually much
gs more safe for visitors to be within a native
village in the Highlands than be on city streets.)

Major oil and gas companies like mine are bringing in more wealth to PNG (the Liquid
Natural Gas (LNG) project I'm working with is due to increase GDP by as much as
thirty per cent — a huge rise for a national economy), but the country is desperately poor
nevertheless. That’s why you don’t see familiar restaurants lining the streets in Port
Moresby. And yet, what a shame it will be when the first hamburger outlet arrives; this
place has so much to lose.

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On your bike Val Arundel

I learnt to ride a bike as a child, Dad holding on tight to the back, or so I thought. Then
I realised I was on my own- no stabilisers then. I soon outgrew the bike and as far as I
remember it was not replaced. Not a natural then !! My next experience was at
University when it was necessary to get me from A to B, from halls of residence to
lectures. A very basic second hand bike with no gears or refinements. That lasted until
two things happened, I turned suddenly and brought down me & my roommate riding
alongside, in the road (the cars avoided us); then I failed to stop or steer when going
down hill with a collecting tin hanging on the handlebars, rendering the brakes inopera-
ble. That time I came round to a sea of faces and a couple of hours in emergency
department. As far as [ was concerned that told me that bikes and me didn’t mix.

Fast forward 40 years. Tom had just been told that his knee problems could be helped
by getting a bike. He was very happy at that after a youth spent riding round south
London. Me? Well you do know, don’t you?... Not to be beaten I decided I would join
him. We went up to the bike outlet at Dorking West station and chose our bikes. I was
asked to ride it round the car park to test it! I proved that you never forget how to
balance on a bike, but 21 gears?! And my steering was no better! Two panic attacks later,
my bike and I were home!

Apart from some very nervous visits to the swimming pool it stayed at home. Then I
saw an article by Rosemary Kellaway in St Jo’s magazine about the Downs Link.
Could I avoid the Dorking traffic and go off road? Yes I could. We made Leatherhead
Leisure centre via Meadowbank and the A24 cycle track, Brockham via the old coach
road and soon we will be able to go to the west via the proposed Dorking/Westcott
off-road track.

Then I went mad and decided to book a cycling holiday in Hungary, my bike stayed at
home and we explored Lake Balaton and various spas, on hired bikes. After the
compulsory panic attack Ihad a wonderful time.

CHILD PROTECTION Tom Arundel
We had a request that the magazine should say something about the numbers of claims
and cases of child abuse currently being given
space in the media. I have no expertise in such
a difficult and specialised field, so here are a
selection of thoughts on the subject gleaned
from what I have read. Any opinions expressed
are my own and do not represent any official
view or decision.
What is child abuse ? It takes many forms from
over zealous correction to mental cruelty, bully-
ing, violence and sexual exploitation. All of
them deplorable but the sexual aspect particular-
¥ ly so because of the long term physical and
_ mental effects on the victims. It happens in all
walks of life, even families - especially disfunc-
tional ones - across the whole spectrum of
society.
Abuse occurs most in family-type situations and
relative to comparable bodies the Catholic
Church has by no means the worst record but
one case is too many, a clear indication of the
- - imperfection of human nature.
Ié;fl?e;:;zsa_s Z’;:Z %‘:tlt?e kingdom of Since 1989 when the law relating to children
was consolidated and clarified, it has been pro-
gressively updated as awareness of the problem has increased and ever more horrific
instances have been reported in the press. There have been Acts in 1997, 1999,
2003,2004, 2005 and 2006 and many formal instructions and guidance in dealing with
this terrible problem. In this respect the popular press has provided a very worthwhile
public service in drawing attention to the problem by making known the full horror for
victims and demanding action to bring perpetrators to justice.
Victims clearly must come first. They should be encouraged to speak out and report
instances in a culture of listening and investigation with the expectation that justice will
be delivered for the irreparable harm done to them. That is not to say that those accused
should have no rights of defence. As in any other case where allegations are made,
defendants must have the right of the assumption of innocence until at least it is
established there is a case to answer. This assumption has been taken too far in the past
and perpetrators have been transferred to avoid prosecution but this should never
happen again. Confidentiality for the sake of justice is acceptable but to avoid justice it
is inexcusable. It is always very difficult to consider cases which happened many years
ago before the current awareness and understanding of the problem. In many instances,
the reputation of the Church was put before the interests and often the health of the
victim. But with the greater understanding of the problem now available, it is possible




to consider and investigate claims from a better informed basis and enable a clearer and
quicker outcome.

Allegations of cover up have been levelled at the Pope lately based on his responsibility
at the time of offences as head of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith. There
is little or no evidence to support such claims. What evidence there is, demonstrates that
he was in fact instrumental in establishing the practice of prosecuting offenders and
putting victims’ interests before the Church’s reputation. Thinking of victims, I was
particularly impressed by the recent service led by Cardinal Schonborn and organised
by the group We Are Church. The motto of the service was, ‘I am furious God’ and it
invited abuse victims to talk about what they had experienced at the hands of their priest
perpetrators, their injuries and disappointments and give them a chance to voice their
fury. The Cardinal read a long and dramatic admission of the Church’s guilt in
numerous cases of sex abuse by priests. In his homily he said ‘Words spoken in a
sermon could be not only embarrassing but hurtful. Silence is what is called for. Not the
silence of hushing up but the silence of Job’s friends who fell silent when they saw how
greatly he was suffering and just sat silently beside him.” Turning to the victims he said
¢ Thank you for breaking your silence.” He then said that he felt at times the Church was
being put in a pillory and that the media didn’t like the Church. But then, no that wasn’t
it. The mirror that is being held up to us shows us something that makes abuse in the
church particularly serious. It defiles God’s Holy Name. Abuse by churchmen was so
much more serious because it often blocked access to a liberating and redeeming God
for a person’s entire lifetime.

In another article by Professor Klaus M Beier, I was surprised to read his expert opinion
that sexual preference in individuals is moulded during puberty and thereafter remains
unchanged for the rest of our lives. Most of us are tuned by the built-in biological
mechanism to an adult heterosexual orientation which guarantees the founding of
families. To prevent the abuse of children we have to accept that there are other
unalterable types and that all are not going to conform to the average. But also we must
not refuse to accept sexual minorities because of their inclination, as their inclination
cannot be evaluated morally. We do not exclude diabetics or alcoholics from society
because of their problem. They can then seek help and support to enable them to prevent

“secondary failures” which in their case would prevent further damage to their health.
Inclinations, however, can be treated and should not of themselves be condemned. It is
giving in to such inclinations that should be judged. From this viewpoint the professor
said it is clear that individuals should take responsibility for their inclinations and avoid
the temptation of seeking refuge in institutionalised celibacy.

Fr Timothy Radcliffe wrote on the horrors of the recent exposures where he makes it
clear that the recent revelations are not grounds for leaving the Church. He said he
believed that it embodied something essential to Christian witness to the Resurrection,
visible unity. When Jesus died his community fell apart. On Easter day he appeared to
the disciples. In him God triumphed over all that destroys community; sin, cowardice,
lies, misunderstanding and death. The Resurrection was made visible to the world in
the astonishing sight of a community reborn. These cowards and deniers were gathered
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together again. The unity of the Church is a sign that all the forces that fragment and
scatter are defeated in Christ.

In Ireland there are good signs that the people are getting their act together. A parish in
County Cork has set up procedures to make sure that children are never left alone with
an adult who isn’t their parent when on Church premises. It means a lot of tedious
procedures and signing in but it shows a determination to overcome the enormous
setback in confidence and provide a basis for moving on. We are fortunate here in A&B
having had a good child protection policy for some years now.

Relative to the burden borne by victims, the shame associated with the problem is
unpleasant, particularly for our priests, but bearable. Let us ask the Holy Spirit to
lighten our hearts in this respect and help us through the power of Jesus’ cross to
overcome any setbacks to confidence in the practice of our faith.

stills. The company has the longest serving malt master in

the industry and his expertise and decisions are critical to the quality of the brand. We
each had tots of 5 different Balvenie whiskies and it was interesting how preferences
of the 12 participants varied.

Greg’s wife Gabrielle had made a tasty snack of quiche with salad and cheese followed
by chocolate brownies before we drank to ensure that the whisky did not go straight to
our heads. It was delicious and enhanced even the taste of the whisky.

As we progressed through the 5 tots, the conversation and opinions became more
animated. I had never appreciated before how well certain foods go with whisky,
particularly chocolate but especially cheddar from the Isle of Mull. It was a great
evening and an enlightening experience. Greg made the whole thing come alive with
his presentation ably supported by Gabrielle’s provisions and together they left a
wonderful taste in the mouth and a sense of contentment.

The above summary shows the amounts received and spent during the year 2009. It is
broken down into two sections. The first section “general funds” shows income received by
the parish and how it was spent. The second section “restricted funds” shows amounts
collected for specific purposes — special collections after mass for various organizations and
money collected for the Garden of Remembrance and how those funds were spent.

Overall the general fund accounts show that the day to day operating costs of the parish
exceeded income collected by £10,050. This is a serious issue for the parish and one that
needs to be addressed urgently. A more detailed look at the results shows that:

i)  Offertory receipts were £7,873 less than in 2008 because we lost some major
donors.

ii) Investment income was £1,841 because we sold some in the previous year to
pay for the Garden of Remembrance.

iii) Expenditure was up by £5,251.

A further concern is that the parish will not be receiving the £3,000 grant income in 2010 so
the potential deficit if there is no change to our income or expenditure is an increased deficit

of £13,050 which is not sustainable in the long term.

As a parish we need to consider how we can improve the position:



1. It would be good if we could increase the amount of the offertory collection since
this seems to be the area where we lost a lot of income. This may not be easy in the
current economic uncertainty but if you can give more in the weekly collections it
would help!

2. Secondly there is gift aid. The amount of the offertory collection could be boosted
by 25 to 28% if those donors who are tax payers were able to give via gift aid. This
would not cost a basic rate tax payer anything extra since the tax is recovered from
the government. In 2009 about £23,686 (£455 per week) of the offertory receipts
were not gift aided; if all of it could have been gift aided the parish could have
recovered up to £6,632 tax at no extra cost to donors. If you would like to donate
using gift aid you can do so by completing a gift aid form which can be obtained
from the presbytery (there are also gift aid packs at the back of the church)

At the year-end the parish had £29,255 in the bank of which £2,063 was owed in respect of
restricted fund monies. The parish had spent a total of £30,159 on the Garden of Remem-
brance of which £18,252 had been covered by fund raising. Invested funds were £8,263 and
there was a loan debt of £3,885.

On a happier note I am glad to be able to report that since the year end fund raising and a
kind gift from a donor have enabled the parish to replenish the rainy day funds used to
finance the work on the Garden of Remembrance.

Finally I would like to thank my predecessor Robert Coyle, his wife Patricia for their work
over the past number of years on the parish accounts. I would also like to thank the other
members of the finance committee, other parish committees together with the presbytery
staff who ensure that the parish continues to function for us.

So aside from how it is organised and the various initials what does the APF do?

Its purpose is to assist the Catholic Church's one thousand mission dioceses and
territories across the world to provide pastoral care and preach the Gospel.

It was founded in Lyons, France, in 1822 by a young French woman, Pauline Jaricot.
She began by persuading local working people to support the missions by giving a
farthing a week. A century later, the organisation was established in almost every
country of the world.

In England and Wales funds for the missions are collected through the Red Boxes.
These can be found in 200,000 homes and last year APF members raised a total of over
three million pounds. In Dorking we have around 70 box holders plus annual members
who together contribute about £1400 per year. Not that the amount in itself is the sole
consideration but for those for whom it is intended it is probably the equivalent of at
least one hundred times that figure.

To keep the work alive, every 5 years we have an appeal
from the Mill Hill Missionaries. It took place in January
of this year when we welcomed Father Brian Oswald to
the parish. He told of his own experiences of missionary
work in Africa and in the process persuaded 23 new box
holders and 2 new collectors to join in. We also had a
follow-up meeting with him and the rest of the team
where Father Brian was keen to get their views on the way they

would like things to develop.

I hope that this has told you a little bit more about what happens. You might be
interested to learn more by going to www.missio.org.uk. For example, that Missio does
not receive grants from the Government or EU sources and does not keep investments.
Thank you for giving me the opportunity to learn more about the work I have been doing
in Dorking for more than 20 years. Doing that is, not by myself but with the unstinting
help and support of all the collectors past and present who visit your home once, twice,
three or four times a year.

They say that if you want something done, give it to someone who is busy. Well, if you
are busy and can help with this work, even to the extent of a farthing per week, please
contact your now humbled secretary.
